Student voice at McDonald Park School is evident throughout the school and in  many ways. One of the most 

readily recognised forms of student voice is ôstudent leadershipõ and the multitude of opportunities upper primary 

students have to influence their school and demonstrate leadership. In 2017 the student leadership team have 

focu sed on building collaboration and respect across the school, encouraging co -operation and respectful 

language through their games and role playing. They have also represented the school at special events such as 

ANZAC and Remembrance Day services, GRiP lea dership conference and enrolment tours.  
 

Every week at assembly, the student leaders have demonstrated and modelled a òRespectful Skilló, in an effort to 

encourage more socially proactive behaviours in the yard. These skits might be anything from greeting people 

politely to helping people out in the yard, and were often humorous. Younger students loved these 

demonstrations and recorded them for future viewing.  
 

Each class elects two SRC representatives to attend meetings and discuss whole school issues. The  SRC have 

organised several fundraisers for charity, supporting the Leukaemia Foundation and Cora Barclay Centre for 

hearing impaired children. They also organised a very successful disco which was very well supported by students 

and staff.  
 

Our Sports Cap tains are also an important group for Student Leadership. They have collected ôcommunity pointsõ 

earned by all students for community service, and tallied them before Sports Day when a trophy was awarded to 

McDonald. Sports Captains also led their teams in  housing cheers on Sports Day.  
 

Year six students will have the opportunity in the upcoming weeks to learn more about the 

qualities of leadership and consider their applications for student leadership positions in 2018.
